The Kinzua Quality Deer Cooperative
(KQDC) is located in McKean County on
the northern edge of the Allegheny
National Forest. It consists of more than
74,000 acres of pubfic and private forest
land, which is open to public hunting.
Plenty of good roads allow hunters access
to the area.
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With a valid hunting license, there is no
charge to hunt on the KQDC. Resident
and non-resident hunters are
welcome.

SUCCESSFUL RESULTS

The results of nearly 20 years of
collaborative effort are increased deer
weight, antler size and overall health
of the deer herd throughout the
KQDC. This information comes from
the deer check station on SR 59 at
Marshburg deer. Other results
include: less fencing to protect
harvested areas, better habitat for
grouse, woodcock, bear, snowshoe
hare, turkey and numerous
songbirds. Native trees, shrubs and
wildflowers have increased on much
of the KQDC.

You can be part of the success
and part of the learning by
hunting the KQDC and bringing
your buck or doe to the check
station. Signs along SR 59 direct
hunters to the check station
during the rifle deer season.

Hunters, foresters, biologists and
others continue to work every year
on documenting the forest
regeneration and wildlife habitat
conditions on the KQDC. This makes
it possible for the proper forest and
deer management techniques to be
followed on the landscape. Doing so
insures that wood harvests and deer
harvests can be sustained for
decades.

OTHER RECREATION ON THE KQDC

As KQDC management has improved forest
habitat, other recreational opportunities have
also improved. There is more shrubby
habitat for late season bird viewing, and
hares, grouse, and other game have
increased. There are more diverse
wildflowers for hikers to observe. We work
together so that future generations will be
able to continue to enjoy the bountiful
natural beauty and harvest from Penn’s
Woods.
